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This work examines collective behaviours in mixed media environments where the focus is the internal relational information which develops between the observer, the artistic informational content and their artificial mediating interfaces. It takes into account the perspectives of Felix Guattari (1991), Niklas Luhmnan (1998), Pierre Levy’(1999), Cláudia Gianetti (2006) and Mark Hansen (2004 and 2006), who propose that the current ecosystem is sustained by a machine-like heterogeneity having exponential expansion and where the individuals become increasingly more active within this context. Throughout their evolving lifetimes, mechanical, electroelectronic (energetic), and cybernetic (digital) technologies have often served as mediating interfaces between thoughts, actions, thoughts and reactions, and people find themselves at a crossroads between carnal fusions and spatial sensory experiences in the absence of any haptic phenomen.
